Day 1 SINGAPORE » AUCKLAND
Assemble at Singapore Changi Airport for your flight to Auckland- “The City of
Sail”.

Day 2 AUCKLAND D)
Welcome to Auckland- the largest city in New Zealand. Upon arrival, commence on
an Auckland city tour .The trip will start with Mt Eden where you can enjoy 360-
degree scenic view of Auckland cityscape. Next, drive pass the Harbour Bridge, the
waters of Hauraki Gulf and the brooding volcanic cone of Rangitoto Island, which
guard the entrance of Waitemata Harbour. After dinner, you may wish to try your luck
at the Sky City Casino!!

Day 3 AUCKLAND ~ ROTORUA (B/L/D)
After breakfast, depart Auckland for Waitomo, where you will take in a spectacular
Waitomo Glow-worm Cave. Take a boat trip and be amazed by the splendour
limestone formations as the boat glides silently through the starry wonderland of the
glow-worm grotto. Next, proceed to Shearing Shed. Here you can hug a fluffy
angora rabbit and watch the shearing demonstration. Thereafter, head to Rotorua-
“The Thermal City’. Set amidst a landscape of erupting geothermal activity, hot
thermal springs and hot bubbling mud pools at Whakarewarewa Thermal Reserve.
This evening, tuck in a hearty Maori Hangi feast and be entertained by a Maori
concert of song and dance. If time permits, you may want to visit Polynesian Spa for
a relaxing soak in their natural hot thermal mineral spa (own expense).

Day 4 ROTORUA ~TAUPO (B/L/D)
Enjoy a morning breakfast cruise before proceeding to Agrodome Farm Show,
where you will be treated to a world famous stage-show of 19 breeds of sheep and
their guardian sheep dog. After visiting the Rainbow Springs Nature Park, enjoy a
scenic gondola ride to Mt Ngongotaha. Be captivated by the breathtaking view of
the city, lake and surrounding countryside. For those who are more adventurous, you
can plunge downhill in a high speed Luge cart. Next, proceed to visit Lake Taupo-
the largest lake in New Zealand. Then, stop at the Honey Hive where you can learn
about bees and the production of honey. Be amazed by the spectacular view of the
thundering Huka Falls, where more than 220,000 litres of water tumbles over the
cliff face per second.

Day 5 TAUPO~ NAPIER (B)
This morning, head south to Napier, which locate in the Hawke's Bay, known for its
sunny summers and winery. Drive through the Art Deco City of Napier, marvel at the
unique Art Deco buildings with Maori motifs that was rebuilt in 1931 due to an
earthquake. Make a stop at the Classic Sheepskin Factory to learn more about the
manufacturing process of sheepskin. Next, ride in an interesting apple cart and tour
through the Pernel Fruitworld before visiting the Winery. During harvest months,
huge varieties of fruits such as apples, apricots and peaches could be seen on trees.

Day 6 NAPIER ~ WELLINGTON (B/L/D)
Proceed to the capital of New Zealand, Wellington. Stop at the Paua Shell Factory.
Learn how abalone, pink mussel and Mother of Pearl shells are being processed and
manufactured. Here, you will be able to purchase some paua shell souvenirs for your
loved ones. Drives past the Old Government Building, which renowned the 2™
largest building in the world before reaching at Mt Victoria. Enjoy a panoramic view
of the whole Wellington at the top of the mountain. Next, end your day by visiting
Papa Tongarewa- Museum Of New Zealand.

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Day 7 WELLINGTON »- CHRISTCHURCH (B/L/D)
This morning, we will take a domestic flight to Christchurch. Upon arrival, proceed
to the International Antarctic Centre where you can learn more about the Great
White Continent, and experience the freezing weather and have fun playing in the
snow. Hop into the unique Hagglund ride to embark on a thrilling Antarctic
Adventure. Next, commence on a Christchurch city tour which includes the famous
Cathedral Square, Canterbury University, Royal Bontanic Garden and Hagley Park,
Mona Vale garden and drive pass Avon River that flows through Christchurch city.
After dinner, you may like to try your luck at the Christchurch Casino.

Day 8 CHRISTCHURCH ~ FOX GLACIER (B/L/D)
Head towards to the West Coast. Journey through Arthur Pass and enjoy the
spectacular alpine scenery of the snow-capped mountains, gorges and rivers across the
Canterbury. You may like to enjoy scenic Tranz Alphine train ride (own expense)
before moving on to Hokitika. Visit the Glass-Blowing Factory and the Greenstone
Factory (There will not be open during Weekend and Public Holiday), which
showcases the greenstone with innovative displays. Continue journey to the Fox
Glacier, passing by the spectacular landscape of brooding mountains, native forest
and surreal coastal formations to the icy glaciers region. If time and weather permits,
you may wish to take an optional helicopter flight up to Tasman Glacier and
experience landing on a sparkling white snowfield (own expense).

Day 9 FOX GLACIER ~ QUEENSTOWN (B/L/D)
Begin with a scenic ride along the shores of Lake Wanaka, before arriving at
Arrowtown, a well-preserved gold mining settlement. Visit Lake District Museum
which houses a unique variety of exhibits that shows the harsh pioneering days of the
European & Chinese settlers, and the exciting gold rush era of the 1800s. Next,
proceed to Queenstown-where it is surrounded in an area of spectacular natural
beauty.

Day 10 QUEENSTOWN (B)
The day is free at your own leisure where you can join a trip to the “8™ Wonder of the
World”’- Milford Sound or explore the endless optional attractions available such as
jet boating, white water rafting, horse riding and much more.

Day 11 QUEENSTOWN ~ASHBURTON (B/L/D)
Depart for Cromwell to Mrs Jones Fruit Orchard, where you will have a chance to do
fruit-tasting as well as purchase seasonal fruits, nuts and dried fruits. Next, proceed to
Mt Cook National Park Region, where New Zealand’s highest mountain stands. If
weather permits, you may wish to take an optional helicopter ride up to Glacier and
experience landing on a sparkling white snowfield (own expense). Thereafter, travel
across the Canterbury Plains to visit the Church of the Good Shepherd stands in
harmony by the edge of Lake Tekapo —a lovely turquoise glacial lake reflecting the
surrounding mountains. Then arrive at the town of Ashburton to meet your farm host
and enjoy a night of kiwi hospitality.

Day 12 ASHBURTON ~ CHRISTCHURCH B)
Bid farewell to your host family and proceed back to Christchurch. Upon arrival you
are free at your own leisure where you can make some last minute shopping.

Day 13 CHRISTCHURCH »- SINGAPORE B)
