Day 1 SINGAPORE X ISTANBUL

Meet up at Changi Airport before embarking on your long-
haul journey to Istanbul, Ttrkiye

Day 2 1STANBUL - SAFRANBOLU
(MOB/L/D)

Upon arriving at Istanbul Airport, we head to Safranbolu to
discover its impeccably preserved Ottoman town. Marvel at
the unique examples of late Ottoman urban architecture,
featuring over 1,000 registered artifacts from the 17th to
19th centuries. Ascend to Hidirlik Hill, the highest point
offering a stunning view of the UNESCO-listed Safranbolu
Old Town. Explore historical landmarks such as the Old
Town, Cinci Han, Yoruk Village, and the Kaymakamlar
Museum.

DAy 3 SAFRANBOLU - ANKARA -
CAPPADOCIA (B/L/HOTEL D)

Today, we will drive to Ankara to visit the Ataturk
Mausoleum. It is an important site that showcases the
history of Mustafa Kemal Ataturk - the "Founding Father of
modern Turkiye." Thereafter, we will stop for some photos at
the second largest lake in Turkiye, Lake Tuz. The saline lake
is one of the world's largest and surrounded by plateaus.
Stay the night in Cappadocia.

Day 4 cappPADOCIA
(B/POTTERY KEBAB / HOTEL D)

You may start your morning with an iconic Turkish
experience, optional tour to a Hot Air Balloon Ride or a Jeep
Safari at your own expense (subject to weather conditions).
Begin your full-day Cappadocia tour with photo stops at
Pigeon Valley and Uchisar Castle. Explore the Goreme
Open-Air Museum, a UNESCO World Heritage Site featuring
cave churches and biblical frescoes. Continue to Monks
Valley (Pasabag) for stunning views and memorable photos.
Enjoy a traditional Pottery Kebab lunch before visiting
Kaymakli Underground City, a historic refuge for early
Christians. Visit to a Jewellery Center. Conclude your day
with a Traditional Turkish Belly Dance Show in a Cave
Restaurant with unlimited drinks service.
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D3y 5 CAPPADOCIA - KONYA
(B/L/HOTEL D)

After breakfast, visit a Turkish carpet showroom before
departing from Cappadocia. En route, stop at an old
caravanserai dating back to the 13th century. Continue to
Konya, where, depending on the season, you may have the
chance to visit a local cherry farm to pick fresh, ripe cherries
from the trees.

Day 6 KONYA - PAMUKKALE
(B/L/HOTEL D)

Today, we will head to Pamukkale, also known as the "Cotton
Castle" due to the white, cotton-like appearance of the
mineral-rich thermal baths that decorate this calcium-rich
region. Visit landmarks such as the Hierapolis ruins and the
famous white Travertine Terraces before taking a dip in the
mineral-rich hot springs. Later, proceed to the hotel and
unwind with a relaxing dip in the thermal pool.

Special Seasonal Activities: From May to June, you can
experience a Rose Picking Activity, where you'll experience the
process of picking roses and visiting a distillation factory to learn
about essential oil production. From July to August, we'll visit
Kuyucak Village in Isparta Province, also known as the "Lavender
Village." Here, you can stroll through the vibrant lavender fields,
enjoy the stunning scenery, and soak in the delightful fragrance
of blooming lavender. **Please note these activities are seasonal
and do not replace any other parts of the itinerary.

Day 7 PAMUKKALE - KUSADASI
(B/L/HOTEL D)

After breakfast, depart for Ephesus, the best-preserved
ancient city in Asia Minor. Explore the impressive ruins of the
Library of Celsus, one of Ephesus’ most photographed
landmarks. Visit the House of the Virgin Mary, believed to be
where the Virgin Mary spent her final years. Then, travel to
Kusadasi, a popular coastal town on Turkey’s Aegean coast,
and stop at the Turkish Delight and Apple Tea Outlet before
settling in for the night.

Day 8 KUuSADASI - CANAKKALE
(B/L/HOTEL D)

Begin the day with a visit to a Turkish Leather showroom.
Afterward, travel to the ancient city of Pergamon to see the
impressive Acropolis, dramatically situated atop a hill. Enjoy a
cable car ride up the hill to admire temples, the library, the
theatre, and arsenals. Next, head to Troy to see the famous
Trojan Horse and learn about the history of the Trojan War.
End the day with a scenic drive to Canakkale along the coast.

nav 9 CANAKKALE - ISTANBUL
(B/L/CHINESE D)

Depart from Canakkale to Istanbul via the world’s longest
suspension bridge—the 1915 Canakkale Bridge. Upon arrival
in Istanbul, visit the Grand Bazaar, the largest covered market
in the world with approximately 4,000 stalls offering a wide
range of goods, including jewelry, pottery, spices, and
carpets.

Day 10 i1sTANBUL (B)

Continue your sightseeing in Istanbul, visiting the Blue
Mosque and photo stop at Hagia Sophia, two iconic
monuments representing major world religions. Explore the
Hippodrome of Constantinople. Continue the tour with
Uskiidar, on the Asian side of the Bosphorus, known for the
stunning skyline views. Then visit Balat, famed for its
colorful houses, Jewish-Greek heritage, and vintage charm,
perfect for photos and exploration. Special Seasonal
Activities: During the Istanbul Tulip Festival (April to early May),
the city comes alive with vibrant tulip displays, creating
picturesque sights perfect for sightseeing and photography. Visit
Emirgan Park to admire its beautiful tulip gardens and vibrant
blooms.**Please note these activities are seasonal and do not
replace any other parts of the itinerary.

Day 11 iSTANBUL X SINGAPORE (B)
