Also have the chance to view authentic Sami
handicrafts, explore an exhibition of photographs showcasing life
with reindeer, and enjoy the rare opportunity to meet and feed the
reindeer up close. Then, a delicious hot meal featuring traditional
reindeer stew. After the experience, continue on to Harstad for
your overnight stay.
