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Day 1 SINGAPORE » ZURICH
Assemble at Singapore Changi Airport for your flight to Zurich, the global
center of banking and finance.
Day 2 ZURICH - LAKE TITISEE - RHINE FALLS - LUCERNE

(Black Forest Lunch / Chinese D)
Upon arrival, proceed to Black Forest, the largest wooded mountain range in
Germany, famous for its expanded forests, valleys, little cities and nature-left
rivers. We bypass Lake Titisee formed from a glacier extension during the last
Ice Age and famous for water activities. Continue to the tourist resort township
of Titisee, home to Germany's largest Cuckoo Clock Centre established since
the 18th century. After lunch, enjoy some free time shopping for cuckoo clocks,
famous for its delicate workmanship and intricate mechanism. Travel to
Schaffhanusen to view the majestic Rhine Falls, largest in Western Europe
and formed approximately 14,000 to 17,000 years ago during the last Ice Age.
Enjoy the scenic views of mountains and serene countryside as you return to
Switzerland, picturesque Lucerne.

Day 3 LUCERNE - MT.TITLIS - LUCERNE (B)
After breakfast, depart to Engelberg for an optional excursion to Mt.Titlis.
Travel on the world's first revolving cable car - Rotair to the summit and enjoy
the breathtaking panaromic view of snow alps at 10,000 feet above sea level.
(Alternative mountain excursion arranged during inclement weather). In the
afternoon, we return to Lucerne and take a walking tour in this medieval old
town to Chapel Bridge and Lion Monument. Then, spend the rest of the day at
leisure or shop for famous Switzerland chocolates, music boxes and branded
watches.

Day 4 LUCERNE - BERN - GENEVA - DIJON (B / Chinese L / D)
This morning, we continue on a scenic drive to Bern, capital of Switzerland and
World Cultural Heritage city listed by the United Nations. Charmed with
arcaded shops, carved fountains and towers, we begin our tour at the iconic
Bear Pit and stroll through this beautiful nostalgic town with a photostop at
Einstein House and Clock Tower-Zytglogge. Then, we proceed to Geneva -
shimmering shores of a great lake set against a backdrop of wooded mountains
and exquisite landscape. Geneva houses many international bodies such as
'International Labour Organisation' and 'World Committee of International Red
Cross'. Your first few stops today will be the harbour, magnificent Jet d'Eau-
highest fountain in the world and Flora Clock. You will also view landmarks
like United Nations Building and International Red Cross Building. Then, we
continue across the French border to Dijon to spend the night.

Day 5 DIJON - PARIS (B / Escargot L)
We continue to Paris today, drive down Avenue De L'Opera and view world
famous Arc de Triomphe, monument testament to Napolean's victories. Then,
continue to Champ Elysees, the “Avenue of Paradise” and Place de La
Concorde. View the famous Notre Dame de Paris and make a stop at the iconic
Eiffel Tower. Following this, we visit the highest architecture in Paris -
Montparnasse Tower 56 (entrance included except Nov-Mar) which
requires only 38s to reach 196m, the most ideal location to view the loveliest
monuments of Paris. This evening, you may wish to take an optional tour to the
world renowned “Moulin Rouge”, a typical French Can-Can Revue or enjoy a
sumptuous French Seafood Dinner.

Day 6 PARIS (B)
After breakfast, you may wish to visit the famous Palace of Versailles, Louvre
Museum and a romantic Seine river cruise at your own expense.

Day 7 PARIS - BRUSSELS (B / Chinese L)
This morning, continue to Brussels, the capital of Belgium. Witness some of the
finest examples of Gothic architectures as we explore the Grand Place,
remarkable City Hall and world-famous Market Square. Drive by Royal
Laeken Palace before arriving in the city to see the mascot of Brussels,
Manneken Pis and the imposing Atomium.

Day 8 BRUSSELS - DEN HAAG - VOLENDAM - AMSTERDAM (B/D)
Depart to the third largest capital in Netherlands, Den Haag, known to be the
largest urban area in the world when combined with Rotterdam. It is the seat
of the Dutch government and parliament, the Supreme Court and the Council
of State where most foreign embassies are located including International
Court of Justice and International Criminal Court. You may join an option to
Volendam, an exquisite fishing village filled with little houses built around its
port. Take a walk along the dike, try the local fish and chips or have your picture
taken in Dutch traditional costume at own expense. If you are lucky, you may
even see some of the locals dressed in their traditional clothing.

Day 9 AMSTERDAM (B)
After breakfast, embark on an orientation tour starting with Zaanse Schans, a
Dutch village dotted with windmills and cottages. Take the opportunity to visit
a cheese farm and see a wooden clog-making demonstration. We return to
Amsterdam for The Heineken Experience to drink and learn about the pilsner
brewing process (Minors below 16 will not be served beer). Then, enjoy a canal
cruise onboard a glass-domed motor launch cruising down canals flanked by
gabled houses. If time permits, we may proceed to the Bloemenmarket,
world's only floating flower market since 1862. Visit a diamond house in
Amsterdam thereafter and see master craftsman working on exquisite
diamonds. This evening, you may spend your time at leisure in the city centre -
Dam Square.
