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DAY 1 
SINGAPORE  PRAGUE 
Assemble at Singapore Changi Airport for your 
flight to Prague, the country's capital and largest 
city. 
 

DAY 2 
PRAGUE  
(MEALS ON BOARD / CZECH ROASTED DUCK) 
Upon arrival, begin with a half-day walking tour of 
the city to get an up-close look at the famous 
Prague Castle and the symbolic structures 
housed within it – the state’s spiritual symbol St. 
Vitus Cathedral and the Old Royal Palace. Cross 
the iconic Charles Bridge and proceed into the 
Old Town for a glimpse of the Astronomical 
Clock, one of the greatest treasures of the city. 
Then head towards the last stop of the day–
Wenceslas Square, the vibrant social and 
commercial centre of Prague. 
 

DAY 3 
PRAGUE– BRATISLAVA 
(B / TRADDITIONAL SLOVAKIAN D) 
This morning, enjoy your free time in old town of 
Prague. Journey into Bratislava, the political, 
economic and cultural centre of Slovakia, 
surrounded by vineyards and the Little Carpathian 
mountains.  
 

DAY 4 
BRATISLAVA – BUDAPEST 
(B / HUNGARIAN FOLKSHOW D) 
After breakfast, set off on a sightseeing tour of the 
Bratislava’s main attractions to visit the Old Town 
for a view of some of the oldest historical buildings, 
the unique Bratislava Castle that resembles an 
upturned table atop a hill, the Grassalkovich 
Palace which is the current seat of the President of 
Slovakia and the most beautiful building in 
Bratislava, the renowned Primate’s Palace. 
Afterwards, continue to the capital of Hungary- 
Budapest. 
 

DAY 5 
BUDAPEST   (B / CHINESE D) 
Today, begin your city tour with the Castle District 
which contains some of Budapest's most important 
monuments and museums. The main sights of twin 
cities of Buda and Pest include Heroes' Square, 
Fisherman's Bastian, Matthias Church and 
Gellert Hill, all of which offer panoramic views of 
the city. You may take a stroll along Danube River 
and later embark on Danube river cruise that 
covers the most fascinating sights in Budapest 
 

DAY 6 
BUDAPEST – PARNDORF – VIENNA  (B) 
This morning, journey to Vienna, an artistic and 
intellectual legacy shaped by residents including 
Mozart, Beethoven and Sigmund Freud. Along the 
way, stop at the Designer Outlet Parndorf near 
Vienna for a spot of shopping.  
 

DAY 7 
VIENNA   (B / VIENNESE CUTLET) 
Today, embark on an unforgettable getaway to the 
romantic capital of Austria-Vienna. Step foot in the 
renowned Schonbrunn Palace and revel in the 
stunning interior. Then, continue on the guided 
tour to the glorious Ringstrasse with its wealth of 

parks and monuments, the State Opera House, - 

the majestic Reichsrat Parliament Building and 
Hofburg Imperial Palace. Last but not least, end 
the day with a visit to one of the most important 
Gothic structures in Austria– St. Stephen’s 
Cathedral. 
 

DAY 8 
VIENNA – HALLSTATT – SALZBURG  (B / L / D) 
After breakfast, drive to Austria’s oldest and 
possibly most photographed village, Hallstatt. 
Enjoy the delightful sight of houses built into the 
mountain, reflections on the glass-like Hallstatter 
and see and the towering Dachstein Mountains. 
Thereafter, head to region of Salzburg for our 
overnight stay.

SALZBURG – MUNICH*

This morning, continue on a Salzburg walking tour 
that takes us to the Altstadt or Old City and 
famous Mirabel Gardens for apanoramic view of 
the towering Salzburg Castle perching high above 
this beautiful town located by the Salzach River.
