Assemble at Changi Airport for your flight to Naples, Italy.

NAPLES > MATERA > BARI (D)

Matera - The Ancient City of Stone and Soul (UNESCO World Heritage Site)

Upon arrival in Naples, fravel to the city of Matera, one of the world’s oldest
continuously inhabited settlements where history lives in stone. Take a guided tour of
the Sassi, a maze of ancient cave dwellings, narrow stairways, and stone alleys. Visit
the Matera Cathedral, the traditional cave house Casa Grotta di vico Solitario, and also
rock-hewn churches of Santa Maria de Idris and San Giovanni Battista.

Alberobello - The Fairytale Village of Trulli (UNESCO World Heritage Site)

Step into a storybook journey exploring through Alberobello, known for its enchanting
Trulli houses. Stroll past rows of whitewashed stone dwellings, each crowned with a
whimsical conical roof, the unique architectural traditions that make this village fruly
one-of-a-kind.

Sorrento — A Day to Savour the Dolce Vita

Enjoy a leisurely afternoon discovering the charms of Sorrento at your own pace.
Nestled on the cliffs overlooking the Bay of Naples, Sorrento is the perfect blend of
coastal beauty and lialian elegance. Stroll through the lively heart of the town, Piazza
Tasso, where cafés and shops lined the cobblestone streets.

Amalfi Coast - The Most Breathtaking Italian Coastline (UNESCO World Heritage Site)
Transfer to a minibus to visit the picturesque town of Positano, known for its steep,
narrow sireefs lined with vibrant houses cascading down fo the sea.

Take a funicular to the top of Capri town, Piazza
Umberto I. Visit the Gardens of Augustus, a stunning botanical garden perched high
above the Bay of Marina Piccola. Be awed by the panoramic views of the glittering
Mediterranean below and the iconic Faraglioni Rocks rising from the sea. Spend some
free time around Piazetta di Capri before your fransfer back to Naples for your
overnight cruise to Palermo, Sicily.

Visit the Palermo Cathedral, o
magnificent structure blending Gothic, Moorish, and Baroque styles. Make a photo
stop at Noerman Palace and Palatine Chapel, which was once the royal seat of Sicilian
kings.

Spend a relaxing
afternoon exploring the charming streets around Piazza Duomo, the most beautiful
square in Sicily. In the evening, take a fast ferry to Valletta, Malta (approx.Thr
45mins). Check in to the hotel upon arrival in Malta.
