Day 1: Singapore = Seoul (Incheon International Airport)
Assemble at Changi Airport for your flight to Incheon, Seoul — gateway to capital of the “Land of Morning Calm”.

Day 2: Jimjilbang — Chinatown — Songwol Dong Fairy Tale Village — Jajangmyeon Museum - Sinpo Traditional
Market (Free!l Dakgangjeong) — Songdo TRIPLE STREET Outlet

[ Chinatown] The largest Chinatown in South Korea, and the largest overseas Chinese community in Korea.

[Songwol Dong Fairy Tale Village] It is a dream-themed mural village that has become a world famous fairy tale from an old village.
Excellent painted graffiti, the layout and landscaping of the three-dimensional fairy tale dolls, make the whole town like a huge 3D fairy tale
painting village, gathering lovely spots full of childlike innocence, and from time to time can still recall childhood memories.

[Jajangmyeon Museum] Jjajangmyeon Museum is the first Jjajangmyeon (noodles in black bean sauce) Theme museum in Korea.
The museum aims to promote the historical and cultural values of the Korean-style Chinese dish.

[ sinpo Traditional Market] is one of the oldest traditional market located at Incheon and a well known for having Incheon local
specialty dish market. The most famous item of the market is dakgangjeong, a Korean dish of crispy fried chicken coated in a sweet and
spicy sauce.

[ Songdo TRIPLE STREET Outlet ] Much anticipated mega mall. You'll enjoy brand-named retail stores, numerous cafes and
restaurants. Also, enjoy Songdo Incheon’s very first theater, the Megabox Theater. If you were attracted by modern Seoul, now enjoy the
Virtual reality Experience which is World biggest VR theme park and K-live hologram performance at here (own expenses).

Day 3: Unified Observatory — Imjingak — Bridge of Freedom — Sanmeoru Grape Farm (Wine tunnel + grape jam DIY) —
Hanwha Aqua Planet llIsan — Onemount Snow Park

[Unified Observatory] The observatory is situated in the northernmost ceasefire line of the western front where Hangang River, Seoul’s
lifeline, and Imjingang River meet. From the top floor observation room, you just realize how strange and surrealistic it is that this country
remains so closed.

[Imjingak] is now at the forefront of tourism related to the Korean War. Compared with the natural scenery, the reason why it is more
worthwhile here is its historical and practical significance.

[Bridge of Freedom] After the signing of the Korean Armistice Agreement in 1953, it was also the only legacy of peace that was left
behind by the civil war, symbolizing the importance of "returning to freedom."

[Sanmeoru Grape Farm] Visit the vineyards and wine tunnels (free tasting red wine in the store), then experience the grape jam DIY
yourself (jam can be brought home for a souvenir).

[Hanwha Aqua Planet llsan] Located near the Goyang Korean Wave World Formation Park, it is the largest aquarium in the Korean
capital circle. In particular, this is the first aquarium (four-storey scale) formed by the combination of indoor zoos in Korea.

[ Onemount Snow Park] features a Santa Village with a North European concept, an ice lake with fun activities like ice bowling, ice road
with seven themed caves and thrilling, fantastic rides for all to enjoy! You may enjoy a ride on the famous Husky dog sleigh (own expense).




Day 4: Hwacheon Sancheoneo Ice Festival — Soyang Sky Walk — Chuncheon Myeongdong Dakgalbi Street —
Garden of Morning Calm (Light Festival night view)

[ Hwacheon Sancheoneo Ice Festival] If you've never tried ice sledding, ice soccer, or ice fishing, Hwacheon Sancheoneo Ice
Festival is a great occasion to give it a go. The visitors are invited to partake in such themed contests as barehanded fishing in a pool of
freezing water, and also ice racing competitions with own expenses. If you're fortunate enough to catch something, you can go straight
ahead to the nearest restaurant and ask to cook it for yourself (own expenses).

(*Huachuan Ice Fishing Event Celebration is held on January 5th - 27th. It depends on the temperature and the situation. If the
event cannot be carried out, it will be replaced by Nami Island attraction or Pyeongchang Winter Ice Fishing.)

[ Soyang Sky Walk] is an observatory facilty set up on Uiamho Lake. The walking path, comprised of transparent glass, is 156m long
and offers a thrill to tourists as they feel they are walking over the lake. Consider Korea's longest transparent landscape sky trail.

[ Chuncheon Myeongdong Dakgalbi Street] is lined with restaurants specializing in Chuncheon's famous dakgalbi (spicy stir-fried chicken)
and makguksu (spicy buckwheat noodles). Due to a great number of poultry established in Chuncheon since long ago, dakgalbi naturally
became a local favorite of the region.

[ Garden Of Morning Calm] Every winter, the Garden of Morning Calm shines bright with illuminations under the dark skies. Let’'s meet
the moment where a romantic fantasy world becomes real.

Day 5: Ski Resort — Seasonal Fruit Farm — Ginseng Harvest Experience (limited one person one ginseng) — Lotte World
Tower Seoul Sky Observatory

[ Ski Resort] During winter season, the ski slopes are open for you to enjoy skiing (Ski suit & equipment at own expenses).

[ Seasonal Fruit Farm] Visit the local fruit farm to experience picking the fruits yourself and enjoying them on the spot. Types of fruit
varies according to the season and harvest for the month.

MAY — AUGUST: Korean Melon or Tomato // SEPTEMBER — NOVEMBER: Korean Pear or Annle // DECEMBER — APRIL: Strawberrv

[ Ginseng Harvest Experience] Ginseng experience field, let you experience harvesting ginseng. (Only one per person, can take home or
do ginseng milk on the spot)

[Lotte World Tower Seoul Sky Observatory] As the tallest building in South Korea, it is the only place where you can take in a
gorgeous 360-degree view of Seoul, the capital city of South Korea roaring with brilliant history and dynamic modern culture. The
Observatory offers a diverse range of unique experiences that can only be had at a thrilling height of 500 meters in the air, including
various exhibitions based on the theme "The Pride of Korea”.

Day 6: Seaweed Museum (Seaweed Roll DIY) — Running Man Thematic Experience Center — Insadong (Free! Hotteok)
— Namsan Park (Korean traditional Hanbok costume experience) — Jungbu Local Wholesale Dried Food Center

[ Seaweed Museum] Experience hands-on Kimbap DIY.

[Running Man Thematic Experience Center] The SBS popular variety show theme experience hall was finally born! Don't just watch
TV, let you be the real Running Man and become the protagonist on TV! Collect R coins on the way! Go through a lot of levels and look
for treasures hidden in Running Man! Have the opportunity to be a real Running Man!

[Insadong] Insadong is a popular neighborhood in the heart of Seoul that is often visited by locals and tourists wanting to experience
traditional culture of Korea. One recommend street food to try is hotteok. Hotteok is a sweet snack filled with nuts, brown sugar, and
cinnamon (Free! Hotteak for each).

[Namsan Park] Namsan Park is a green space that encompasses one of the most iconic locations in Seoul. Namsan is that low
mountain that lies in the middle of Seoul and has the ever-familiar N Seoul Tower at the top of it. Namsan Park is a popular place for
tourists and locals alike. At here, you can try on the beautiful Hanbok and not forgetting to take pictures with the background of this
popular attraction in Seoul! 1 (own expenses to Seoul Tower observatory)

[Jungbu Local Wholesale Dried Food Center] Korean traditional market. Dry goods, kimchi, side dishes, seaweed, kelp, vegetables,
fruits, traditional tea, spices, desserts can be found here.

Day 7: Ginseng Specialty Shops — Skin Care DIY Beauty Course — Korean Traditional Bibimbap Experience Center
— Seoul Battleship Park - Hongdae Caface Selfie Café — Hongdae Shopping Street - Trick Eye 3D Art Museum -
Myeongdong

[Korean Traditional Bibimbap Experience Center] The name of the flower that blooms on the dinner table~ Korean traditional
bibimbap. In the new way, the experience pavilion will let everyone experience the bibimbap with the cauldron and enjoy the prepared
meals.

[ Seoul Battleship Park] The retired frigates "Seoul Ship", the high-speed boat "Seahawk" and the submarine "Whale" were displayed.
The park was regenerated while preserving the original vessels, providing a rare opportunity for citizens to board war vessels and
submarines to check out their interiors and imagine the lives of naval officers. Visitors can also walk through the exhibition space
featuring the history of the vessels and the Korean navy, marine technology and the history of the Hangang River.

[ Hongdae Caface Selfie Café] There’s been a recent rave about cafés and here’s another one worth the try! Get your favorite coffee
along with your best selfies.

[Trick Eye 3D Art Museum] Experience the fun of visual illusion art and get ready to let your imagination march into a miraculous
dimension of original 3D artworks.
